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This section of the Student Profile summarizes the data found in =xhibits
XV-XXIV. Included are 4,015 new undergraduates who were admitted and =nrol led
in the fall of 1984, both as first-time enrollees in any college (FTIAC) and as
new transfer students for all class levels.

The total number of new students has decreased nominally by five students from
last year's peak year. The total number of FTIAC students decreas=d by 22
students to 2,352 students, for a percentage decrease of 0.93. This was
partially offset by a increase of 17 transfer students, bringing the current
year count of transfer students to 1,663.
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Amongst the FTIAC students, the percentage of students 19 years of age or less
decreased from the previous two years marks of 75.5 percent to 74.2 percent in
the current year. While such a change is noteworthy, it is not of suificient
magnitude to conclude that an upward shift in FTIAC age has occurred.

The new transfer students, however, do appear to be younger as a group as 70
percent are now less than 24 years of age. This seems to be primarily due to an
increased number of new transfer students being in the 20 to 21 years of age
group.

The percentage distribution of the new student citizenship demonstrates a very
irregular trend. When the citizenship distribution of the FTIAC and transfer
students are separated and compared with one another, each trend not only
remains irregular, but demonstrates a different pattern.
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The number and percentage of FTIAC students having foreign citizenship after
declining in the prior year, increased marginally. There is no notable change
in the representation of any individual county including Malaysian. The
headcount and percentage of U.S. non-Michigan citizenship likewise had declined
in the prior year, but shows strong growth in the current year.

A close examination of these enrollments indicate that 96 percent of the growth
can be attributed to gains in the enrollment of Ohio citizenships. The
enrollment of Michigan citizenships had increased in the prior year, but this
year shows a definite decrease in both headcount and as a percentage of all
FTIAC's. The decline appears less severe in the southeastern Michigan seven
county region.

The headcount and percentage changes amongst the new transfers is precisely the
reverse of changes in headcount amongst the FTIACs. In prior years, the
headcount of foreign new transfer students had been increasing, but the current
year shows a marked decline. A less marked decline is demonstrated by the U.S.
non-Michigan students, although virtually every state showed declined
enrol lments--including the State of Ohio. The growth in new transfer
enrol lments, in contrast to the FTIAC enrollments, occurred from within the
State of Michigan and predominately outside the southeastern Michigan seven
county region.

From this marked contrast in FTIAC and new transfer enrollments, it is evident
that different recruitment strategies are needed to address the different
geographical region of these students.

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ENROLIMENT BY MAJOR

This year's Student Profile provides a new exhibit which displays the
enrol lments by major within department for the new students. The value of this
addition is to provide an indication of which majors are proving attractive to
the new students. In order to provide at least one year of comparable data, we
have providéd comparable data for the fall of 1983.

A year-to-year comparison must be made with caution since the number of students
with undeclared majors fluxuates considerably, thus distorting the growth of the
declared majors. The seven most popular majors, except for Business
Administration—--Undeclared, showed reduced enrol lments. This was especially the
case with Computer Systems and Accounting. As noted in the undergraduate
section, this may be due more to a postponement of a declaration of a major
rather than a shift in student preference.

TEST SOORES

Since only FTIAC's students under age 21 are required to submit test scores,
transfer students will herein not be examined.

The average ACT composite score for FTIAC students had been increasing steadily
and stabilized in the prior year at a score of 19.64. The current year,
however, again displayed strong improvement by recording an average score of
19.77. This compares with a national average for institutions granting the
baccalaureate and masters degree of 18.07. Such an improvement indicates that
Eastern is continuing to attract academically superior students.

Curiously, despite the steady increase in aptitude test scores, there appears to
be a gradual decrease in the average high school grade point average. The
decline is marginal in magnitude and does not indicate any significant change.
This inconsistancy might be accounted for by more strigent high school

curriculums and grading practices.
