QUESTIONS YOU MIGHT ASK: APRIL 1997 COMMENCEMENT

When is Commencement? Sunday, April 27, 1997: all students graduating from the College of Arts and
Sciences will participate in the |1:00 a.m. ceremony; all students graduating from the Colleges of Business,
Education. Health & Human Services and Technology will participate in the 2:30 p.m. ceremony. The procession

of students into the Field House will begin 15 minutes prior to the start of the program. The program begins after
the procession.

Why are there two ceremonies? In recent years both the number of students graduating and the percentage or
those students wishing to participate in EMU commencement exercises has increased dramatically.
Approximately 1,800 undergraduate and over 600 graduate students may be eligible to participate in the April
1997 commencement ceremony. Students graduating in June and August have also expressed an interest in
participating in the April graduation. The largest facility available at EMU is Bowen Field House. The Field
House, however, cannot accommodate all the graduates and their guests (allowing for four guests per graduate).
The concept of holding two ceremonies was the result of input received from students, parents, faculty and staff at
Eastern. The number of students eligible to graduate from each college works out to be a fairly equal split
between the College of Arts and Sciences and the other four colleges. The two ceremonies will be held on the

same day to allow full participation by the commencement speakers, the Regents and President's Cabinet members
and the other participants.

When and where do I obtain my cap and gown? All students purchase their cap and gown at the University
Bookstore, McKenny Union, beginning March 31, 1997. Specific times are listed on the commencement
information sheets and the graduation cap and gown vouchers. All academic dress is yours to keep.

Undergraduate students receive a gown, tassel and cap for $16.50 plus tax. Undergraduates receiving academic
distinction (3.5 G.P.A. overall) graduating in April are entitled to wear a gold tassel. These may be picked up
from the Graduation Audit Office, 302 Pierce, at the time tickets for guests are picked up.

Graduate students receive a gown, cap, tassel and hood for $33.30 plus tax. The color of the hood corresponds to
the color designated for the particular college from which one is graduating.

When should my guests arrive? The doors to Bowen will open at 9:45 a.m. for the 11:00 a.m. ceremony and
1:30 p.m. for the 2:30 p.m. ceremony. Please encourage your guests to arrive no earlier than 1:30 p.m. for the
afternoon ceremony since staff will be in the process of cleaning up after the first ceremony prior to that time.
Guests will enter Bowen via the doors off the tennis courts on the southwest side of the building, under the
canopy.

When should I arrive? College of Arts and Sciences graduates should arrive no later than 10:30 a.m. Graduates
from all other colleges should arrive no later than 2:00 p.m. You should be in academic dress ready to process
into Bowen by these times. Marshals/ushers will direct you into the Field House. The procession into Bowen

begins promptly at 10:45 a.m. and 2:15 p.m. The commencement program will begin at 11:00 a.m. and 2:30
p.m.

Where do my guests park? All EMU lots are open for parking except the Bowen Lot. A shuttle will operate
from the North campus lots.

Are tickets required for guests? YES-TICKETS ARE REQUIRED. You are allocated FOUR admission tickets
for guests. See enclosed ticket request form for specific times to pick up tickets. Please bring form and photo ID
with you to pick up your tickets. Additromal tickets may be available on a first come-first servedbuasis.
Announcements made in class and bulletin board notices may also be a beneficial way of obtaining additional
tickets. For Masters, Grad. Cert.'s, SpA's, EdD's tickets will be available in Starkweather. For all Bachelors
tickets will be available in Graduation Audit. 302 Pierce Hall.

Is there handicap access for guests? A special area has been designated for handicap guests, accessible from the
Northwest cormer of Bowen Field House. Special tickets are reauired for this seating. Please stop by the Graduate
School, Starkweather Hall to exchange your regular seating tickets tor handicapped tickets. Guests may stop at

the gate by the Parking Structure and will be allowed to drive down to drop off handicapped guests by the NW
entrance doors.

Where do I put my coat? There is NO secure area for coats or purses. Please leave all valuables with your
guests.

VWhere do I lineup for the graduation ceremony? Bachelor Degree Students enter Wamer via the South entrance
across from Rackham, and immediately enter Gyms A and B on the main floor of Wamer. Bachelor Degree
Students graduating with Honors-(3.5 g.p.a. or above) enter the Southeast door of Warmner (by the pool) and
proceed to room |11 Wamer. Graduate Degree/Cert. students enter by the Northeast door of Wamer, near Snow
Health Center, proceed down stairs to the Dance Studio and the Wrestling Room.

How are graduates lined up? Graduate students will process with other students from the college of their major
(according to the color of the hood). Undergraduates receiving academic distinction are generally seated
together. All other undergraduates process in lines following.

Can I sit with my friends? Yes, whenever possible. When assembling for the procession, friends should line up
behind each other, not side by side, so that you will be guided into the same row.

What takes place at the ceremony? Faculty, students and platform guests process into Bowen. The President
provides a welcome and introduction of the platform participants and introduces the Commencement Speaker if
appropriate, Following the Commencement Address. students are announced individually to receive diploma

covers and walk across the stage. The Board of Regents Chair reads the Charge to the Graduates and everyone
processes out of the Field House.

How are names read? Each degree/certificate candidate receives a 3x5 card with their commencement
information. Print your name as it is to be read out loud on the card, bring it with you to the ceremony. You will

hand the card to the reader at the stage. Adding a phonetic spelling to your name can assist the faculty member
reading your name.

Do I move my tassel from one side to the other when I walk across the stage? NO. Generally this action is

performed at some high schoois and has never become part of the university tradition. The tassel is worn on the
left side.

What do I actually receive during the Ceremony? You will be handed your diploma cover as you walk across
the stage. The actual diploma will be available 8-10 weeks after the semester ends. Please refer to the detailed
commencement information for specific times.

Are food/beverages allowed in Bowen? No. All bottles/cans will be removed from the Field House.

Does anyone take pictures? A photographer will be taking a color photo of you as you receive your diploma
cover on stage. You will be directed to halt briefly at a spot that will be designated near the stage. You will
receive a free color proof within a few weeks of the ceremony. There is no obligation to buy enlargements. You
will be given an address card to fill out in your robing room. The card will be collected at the stage.

Can my family/guests take photos/videos? Unfortunately, there is limited space at the staging area for outside
photographers, which is why we provide students with a free photo. Our ushers are instructed to keep non-
participants away from the stage area so that the audience can view the ceremony. Photos must be taken from
your guests' seats. Videos may also be taken from guests' seats. The cameras must contain their own battery
packs since electrical outlets are not available. Please ask your guests to refrain from using bright lights with
video cameras since these are often quite distracting to others.

How long does Commencement last? Since EMU has maintained the tradition of announcing the names of all
graduating students, each ceremony should last approximately 1 1/2 hours. STUDENTS WILL REMAIN IN
THEIR SEATS UNTIL THE RECESSIONAL. All students process out and return to the robing rooms or
continue proceeding outside. It is recommended that students make arrangements with family and guests to meet
at a specific site outside the Field House after the ceremony.
