School and wa the fir t such college we t of the Allegheny Mountains. It became ichigan State I ormal College in 1 99 and then Ea t­
ern Michigan College in 1956. With the e tabli hment of everal colleges and a graduate chool, EMU attained univer ity tatu in 1959. 

The Univer ity became a doctoral-granting in titution in March 1991, when it wa authorized to offer a doctorate in educational leader-
hip. The inaugural cla of 10 student was admitted in the fall of that year and produced it fir t doctoral graduate in April 1994. 1n 

addition to educational leader hip, the Univer ity now offer a Ph.D. in clinical p ychology; technology; and educational tudie . 

The Univer ity, which ha a current enrollment of more than 23,000 students, comprise the college of Arts and Science , Busines , 
Education, Health and Human Service , Technology, and Honor ; Graduate School; Uruver ity Library; and Extended Program and 
Educational Outreach.

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The University Mace 
Historically, the mace was a battle 
club used by men on horseback to 

injure footmen. With the passage of 
time, however, it became a symbol of 

learning and power. 
Constructed of sterling silver, gold­
plated brass and paduak, a wood 
resembling mahogany, the mace 

carries the symbols of each area of 
the University: the arts and sciences, 
business, education, health and hu­

man services, and technology. 
The University mace {above) was 

designed and constructed by 
Mark Hall, who earned his bachelor's 
degree in art from Eastern Michigan 

University and completed 
requirements for his master's degree 

in fine arts at the Cranbrook Art 
Academy. 

1lcademic Procession ana Sym6ofs 
The academic procession preceding the commencement ceremony is the direct 
de cendant of ecclesiastical procession , which included a tately and orderly 
movement of celebrant to the place of sacred ceremony. A the church was 
for centurie the main force behind intellectual enrichment, the religious over­
tones of the academic procession are not surprising. 

The proces ion begins with the University mace, a symbol of authority of 
the President and the Board of Regents ( ee description and photo at left). 
The mace represents the golden flame of learning and is carried by the grand 
marshal, who i chosen on the basis of service to the University. Distingui hed 
faculty lead their colleague . The charter represents the original academic 
design of the University. The keys represent permission to enter and employ 
the Univer ity's resource for the advancement of knowledge. The colors 
symbolize a heraldic representation of the Univer ity. The chief academic 
officer carries the book repre en ting knowledge, the source of wisdom. The 
medallion worn by the president repre ents the distinguished office of the 
University's leader. 

All undergraduates wear gowns of the same color. The color of the hoods 
ignify the different graduate degrees. The custom of wearing gowns, or 

robe , stems from the time when all students of higher learning were mem­
bers of the clergy and wore garments that the church considered appropriate. 
The wearing of caps dates from early Roman hi tory. The mortar board may 
be a combination of tight-fitting caps worn indoor by the scholars in the 
Middle Age and the soft biretta worn outdoors. The tuft of the early cap has 
been replaced by a tassel. The green and white ta sel worn by the graduates 
represents the colors of Eastern Michigan Univer ity.
